COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS AND AGENDA ITEMS

A. Baseball

COUNCILMAN GIARRANTE said he has no report this evening but wanted to
remind everyone that Joliet Catholic Academy plays Friday afternoon at
Jackhammer Stadium. He said they made the Final Four in the State and will be
playing for the State Championship Saturday if they win on Friday.

B. City-County Advisory

COUNCILMAN SHETINA said they have a tentative meeting scheduled in June.
He asked if anybody knew the date.

The City Manager said we have been invited to make a presentation to the Will
County Board on June 19™ following the County Board Meeting. He said it will
probably be around 11:30 a.m.
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C. Communication, Technology and Information Systems

MAYOR PRO-TEM BROPHY stated the Communication Committee met last
week and dealt with only one item which is fairly well summarized in Council
Memo #663-08 the Request to Standardize/Sole Source Desktop Computer
Purchases. He said this was recommended by the committee. He said staff will
then be able to outsource computer purchases from one provider and make our
hardware standard and hopefully then the applications and the servicing will be a
little more efficient by having one standard hardware source.

D. Land Use

COUNCILMAN SHETINA stated the Land Use Committee met on May 22" and
discussed the Centerpoint proposal. He said representatives from Centerpoint
along with area schools, Jackson Township and just about every entity were
present. He said Centerpoint made a presentation trying to sell us on them and
their project. He said a number of other people spoke on the proposal and we
are hoping to have a Land Use meeting that the City would run this time and they
would obviously get a chance to talk. He said they want to see what Centerpoint
does with some of the things that were brought up and with respect to the
houses. He said COUNCILWOMAN QUILLMAN was interested in what they
were doing with some of the folks in houses and how they were going to
adjudicate those values, what market value is versus what it cost to get the
property, including moving expenses and the like. He said we’re trying to get an
update on that. He then asked the City Manager if he had any other talks with
Centerpoint.

The City Manager said he had reiterated the issue regarding the issue of the
houses on Brandon Road. He said he wanted to make it clear what he thought
was consensus from the City Council at the meeting and they understand that
there will be a follow-up meeting by the Land Use Committee and that at some
point in the near future it would move to Plan Commission. He said staff has
been having a series of meetings with their engineers, land planners and
attorneys and making sure that the issues that we want to make sure are
addressed are being adequately addressed by Centerpoint. He said we hope to
have a framework of an agreement in place within a couple of weeks so the
Mayor and City Council can review and decided whether we're headed down the
right path.

COUNCILMAN SHETINA said he thinks that they understand that we want some
things from it that will benefit the City of Joliet, the schools and townships etc.
He said he thinks they understand that now and he hopes that they would deal in
good faith. He said we're not trying to kill the project but we want something that
comes from it that helps all of us. He said right at the point where they had us it
wasn’t really doing us all a lot of good and so we’re looking for a lot more out it.
He said they’ll let every one know when that occurs.

E. Public Safety

COUNCILMAN GIARRANTE said the Public Safety Committee met yesterday
afternoon. He said they discussed IWIN computers for the Police Department.
He said they want to buy 17 more computers to install in the vehicles. He said
they would be able to check outstanding warrants and also use them to give
directions of an incident. He said the cost of the computers is $127,215.00 but
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$125,000.00 would be reimbursed through the County 911 grant.

COUNCILMAN GIARRANTE said they also discussed new EMS/paramedic
equipment for the Fire Department and they discussed Opticon Phase 3. He
said there are 18 new intersections that they would like to do and will be looking
in next year’s budget for that. He said they also discussed public information
signs in front of Fire Stations #4, #5 and #8 that would give information to the
public as they drive by. He said they want to add an Assistant Captain in next
year’s budget to assist with the training because right now they have one person
assigned to training for 200 some people.

He said they also discussed an update on video grant requests to get all the
stations on one video. He said they discussed the bike medic program which
has five people trained and are ready to start. He said they will be used at the
NASCAR and any major events downtown and it would be easier to get around
on the bikes instead of the golf carts.

COUNCILMAN GIARRANTE stated the Fire Department was training with the
Police Department for a mock incident at the mall. He said the Fire Department
would require vests and helmets so they would be there if a police officer went
down rather than wait for the paramedics to get there they would be right there
with them.

He also said they discussed purchases for 2009 for the Fire Department and a
Master Plan update.

F. Public Service

COUNCILMAN TURK said the Public Service Committee met this morning and
reviewed the contracts, change orders, pay estimates and final payments and
found them all to be in order and recommended their approval.

He said they also reviewed an Ordinance Proposing the Establishment of the
2008 Special Service Area No. 12 Ivy/Margaret/Morris and recommend that for
approval and set it for public hearing.

He said the
petitioner is requesting a Special Use Permit so that they could utilize that
property for a retail store which would sell batteries and tires and also install
batteries and tires in motor vehicles and also to operate a towing service from
this location, primarily a dispatch service. He said he understands that the
Zoning Board was unable to reach a recommendation so it comes before you
without a recommendation and it would take five votes to approve this matter.
He said he understands that the petitioner’s attorney is here and based on some
of the discussions yesterday may have a request of the Council to postpone a
decision tonight but he will leave that request up to the applicant.

Attorney Dan Kallan stated he represents Khalil Ahmad and his wife Denise who
are the petitioner’s. He said he is asking that this matter be tabled to June 17th
to allow them to work with the City Manager and staff to see if some accord could
be worked out.

He said usually
we have better control over the public right-of-way so what this does is
memorialize a policy that we’'ve been following for the past few years that has
been recommended by the Director of Utilities and the Administration concurs
that we approve the Ordinance.

The City Manager said this is an agreement that we have entered into previously
with the University of lllinois to publish a neighborhood newsletter that's targeted
to an area of the City that's served by Community Development Block Grant
funds. He said about 6,500 residents of the City will receive the newsletter on a
bi-monthly basis. He said the annual expense for the newsletter is just under
$15,000.00 for a one-year period and we have allocated funds in the 2008
budget to cover the costs. He said it is a successful program that we’ve run with
the University of lllinois previously and we’re recommending its approval again.

COUNCILWOMAN QUILLMAN asked what determines the target area.

The City Manager said it's based on income levels and he referred the question
to Alfredo Melesio, Director of Neighborhood Services.
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The Director of Neighborhood Services stated correct, it's low to moderate
income census tracts which is determined by a special census using the
Decennial Census data where every ten years they decide where the population
is located and in those areas that's where we’re able to use the funds.

MAYOR PRO-TEM BROPHY asked where does the content of the newsletter
come from.

The Director of Neighborhood Services said the content comes from us and the
University of lllinois Extension. He said they provide a lot of help on gardening
tips and we use it to market our Homestead programs, property maintenance
issues, weatherization in the winter time and our graffiti program that explains we
remove graffiti for free. He also said St. Pat's and other neighborhood
associations put their meeting dates and times in the newsletter as well. He said
it is mailed in English and made available in Spanish at different locations.

He said we've asked in cases of farm areas that they
use some judgment and go out 1,000 ft. or a mile or whatever you have to do but
with respect to subdivisions he doesn’t think it's that much more to ask to let
people know what’s going on. He said 300 ft. is just not a lot.

Goodson who worked at Bicentennial Park for many, many years. He said we
enjoyed her artistic abilities and singing.

COUNCILWOMAN QUILLMAN stated this Saturday is the Will/Grundy Medical
Clinic 5K Walk.
