Visitation will be Tuesday, November 29, 2011, from 11:00 AM until 9:00 PM at 

Tezak’s Funeral home, located at 1211 Plainfield Road, Joliet, Illinois.  Funeral services 
will be held Wednesday, November 30, 2011, at 9:00 AM from the funeral home to the 
Cathedral of St. Raymond Nonnatus for a Mass of Christian Burial to be celebrated at 
10:00 AM.  Interment to Resurrection Cemetery in Romeoville, Illinois. 
 

For those wishing to pay their respects and stand at the street when the funeral 
procession passes, this is the route that will be taken from the Cathedral to Resurrection 
Cemetery: 

 
Raynor to Jefferson and proceed east, over the bridge to DesPlaines Street.  The 

procession will turn south on DesPlaines to Washington Street and pause in front of the 
Joliet Police Department and the south entrance of City Hall.  The procession will then 
take Jefferson Street to Mayor Art Schultz Drive and pause in front of Silver Cross Field. 
From there the funeral procession will proceed to Clinton Street, to Scott Street, and 
west over the Ruby Street Bridge, down Black Road to Lilac and pause in front of the 
Jennifer Ann Voots Playground.  From the playground they will take Lilac to Ingalls 
Avenue and go east to Broadway, turn north on Broadway to Romeo Road and turning 
west.
