Historic Preservation Commissioners are appointed by the Mayor, approved by 
the City Council and serve for three years. The Commission meets on the fourth 
Wednesday of each month in City Council Chambers at City Hall, 150 West 
Jefferson Street.  Commissioners also serve on committees where much of the 
commission's work is accomplished.
